In order to retain the right to import their
household goods, Salvadorian citizens

cannot stay for more than 30 consecutive days
in their visits to El Salvador during the

Last three years, and the shipment must arrive
within 90 days of the owner arrival in El
Salvador.

Important

The shipments of non-diplomats and returning
citizens will be subject to the import duties &
taxes chargeable at 30% according to El
Salvador Customs authorities’ criteria.

e  Separate original bills of lading are required
